Terms & Conditions

The organisers cannot be held responsible for any accident, damage, injury, or illness to horses, ponies, riders, owners, grooms, and ground spectators or any other person or property whatsoever. It is deemed a condition of booking on to the camp that each participant shall indemnify the organisers against legal action arising from any such incident.
The organisers reserve the right to alter the programme without notice but will try to ensure that a similar activity is provided.  
All balances should be paid in full by the due dates.
Only horses with a valid passport will be allowed on to participate in camp.
All riders and horses/ponies must be covered by their own insurance. 
No smoking allowed on the yard. Smoking area will be identified. 
Correctly fitting and secured hats in good condition and conforming to current BSI Specifications must be worn on horseback at all times.
Children are welcome, but if under 16 years they are requested to be supervised at all times by an adult.
All horses or ponies when outside the arena should be moved at walk only to ensure the safety of spectators & pedestrians.

Each rider will be allocated a stable. The stables will be of a temporary construction, straw bedding can be provided. A small number of stables will be available for alternative beds – however the bedding charges will be extra.
Haylage can be provided throughout your stay at an additional cost but you are welcome to bring your own. Own hay can be used.
All hard feeds, yard tools, water/feed buckets will not be supplied.

Any horse or pony that is known to be aggressive towards any other animal or person should make others aware by the usual method of wearing a red ribbon in its tail. 

The organisers reserve the right to exclude any animal they consider to be a danger to spectators or other delegates.
Cancellation Policy 
Deposits are non-refundable, only in the event of the cancellation of the camp by the organisers will a refund be given. Deposits must be paid on booking and the balance payment made 8 weeks before the camp start date (18/05/12). If not received by this date your deposit will be forfeited.

Cancellation within 28 days of the camp start date 25% of balance payment refundable. 14 days of the camp start day no refund.

A change of pony/horse and/or rider is allowed. 

Any refunds given will be returned via the same method of payments received, less any charges incurred at cost.

Yard & stable rules for camps
Before leaving your stables must be mucked out of droppings, leaving a clean straw base. If there has been any damage caused to the stable during your stay, this must be reported to the organisers who have the right to pass on any charges for necessary repairs.

Refuse must be placed in the relevant waste containers. 

No horse to be left tied up unattended. 

Showers/toilets should be treated with respect and should be left as they were found. Any unacceptable conditions should be reported immediately.
